If you do not have
a qualifying ACT score, high school GPA or AP test
score, click the Schedule Placement Test button
to schedule an appointment to take the appropriate
placement test at JCCC. You will still need to enroll
in the class after your placement waiver is issued or
after you test and earn a qualifying score.

Select the Enter CRNs tab on the top left, enter the
five-digit CRN numbers for your courses, click Add to
Summary, then click Agree & Submit.

* Log in to MyJCCC, select the Enroll and Pay card,
then click Add/Drop Classes links. Select the term
“Credit Fall” for fall semester or yearlong courses
or "Credit Spring” for spring semester courses.
