Refereeing Soccer as My First Job

Normally, you can’t get a job until you're around
16, but here in Olathe, there is an option to earn some
cash as an 11 year old kid. | first heard about Referee-
ing from my Soccer Coach. | really wanted cash so |
signed up to Referee little kids for Rush soccer.
The sign up process was not difficult. There was
a Ref meeting that | needed to attend just to sign up and
get information about the league. And real-
ly that was it. The director gave me a whis-
tle and some websites that | could learn
the rules on. Refereeing for little kids is not
all that hard. Before you go to the game,
you just need to sign in at the Ref building
in the middle of the fields and pick up a
game card, which you use to write the
score on.
For your Ref uniform, all you
need is black shorts. You are the only
Ref refereeing the game, but you are refereeing 5 year
olds. The ages you can Ref are U6, U7 and U8 which
are basically kindergarten through 2nd grade.The only
thing the kids do is kick the ball out. So it’s not too hard
to make calls. What about getting paid? Reffing a U6
game earns you $10 per game. U7 is $11, and U8 is
$12. It's a great way to make money as an 11 year old.
But if you want more earnings, once you turn 12, you
can get a Referee job for Heartland Soccer Association.
| really wanted money to save up for a phone, so once |
turned 12, | got right into becoming an Official Referee
for Heartland. Reffing the bigger fields takes more than
one Ref. There is one Center Referee and two Assistant
Referees (AR) who stand on the side with a flag. The
grades you can Ref are older, spanning from U7 to U18.
And the wages are great! Refereeing a U7 game as an
AR gets you $17.50. And Reffing a U18 game as a Cen-
ter Ref gets you $50 dollars a game!
The sign up process was a bit more complicated than
signing up for Rush. | had to sign up for a 5 hour Refer-

class was mostly just listening, taking notes, and learn-
ing the rules of being a Ref. At the end of the class, we
had to take a test. You could only get 6 questions wrong
to pass. After a very long and boring morning, | passed
the test! Once you pass, you are a Ref for 1 year until
the new year, when, thankfully, you don't have to retake
the class, you just have to take the test online again.
After | became an Official Ref, | needed a uniform.

s a full set but you can just go out and find the
S things you need from any sports store.

o shirt, black shorts, black socks, black shoes,
a flag, a whistle, a yellow and red card, and
your referee badge. Once you get all those
things, you're good to go!

Every Referee gets emailed once a
week to sign up for games. You have to
fill out a form stating all the times you are

available to Ref over the weekend and where. The two
main soccer fields are the Garmin Olathe Soccer Com-
plex fields and the Scheels Overland Park Soccer Com-
plex Fields. All of the fields are numbered, so you
shouldn’t have a hard time finding your field. Once you
get assigned some games (an email will be sent with the
weekend game calendar) you report to the Ref office at
the Soccer Complex and sign your name in. Then you’re
ready to Refl

My first game as an AR was very nerve-wracking.
AR’s have to call who throws it in, goal kick or corner
kick, and offside. It's hard making calls because no mat-
ter what you do, there’s always a coach or parent criti-
cizing you. And | know what to do if they take it too far
(Get one of the Ref directors and get them to deal with
it) but it’s still scary. | don’t enjoy reffing, but that’s part
of having a job. You may not always enjoy it, but you're
still doing a job that is helping someone else.

I’'m sure you've heard about the wildfires in Canada, but do you know the reason
behind them? Canada has recently been experiencing more than 100 wildfires all over the
country. Which could be a little confusing considering that Canada is know for the cold and
snow there.

The cooler conditions Canada has been known for are partially relieving the wildfires, but
they have still managed to damage over 200 homes. The wildfires have spread and burned
over 37.8 million acres across Canada, that's nearly the size of New York state. At one point
there was over 1,000 wildfires in Canada with over 600 of them being out of control. While
there as only a little over 200 under control. And about 150 of them not under control but also being
held from spreading more. That means nearly 60% of the wildfires are out of control.

The main factor of these fires starting is drought. Canada has gotton severly worse over the years, and this year is the
worst so far. Atlantic Canada received an exceptionaly low amount of snow this winter and had a very dry spring. Cli-
mate change is probably the biggest contributor to this years drought. They expected that coastal regions would get
more rain due to the climate change but dryer climates tend to pull the moisture out of the soil, which causes higher
rates of wilder fires.
